SKI-DOO  XP-120-B  AND  XP-120-F  INSTALLATION
INSTRUCTIONS
PLEASE NOTE:
* For the short-track Ski-Doos that are equipped with the “X” seat, proceed on
   to instruction #1.
* For the short-track Ski-Doos equipped with the long pointed plastic box
   mounted to the rear of the seat, refer now to the special instruction #7
   before proceeding further.
#1.  If you have both the 120 fuel tank and a 120 storage box, sit the fuel tank
       aside and proceed mounting the box alone on your sled.  Sit the Powder Keg
       box on your tunnel with the lid latch toward the front of your sled and slide
       it forward until it touches the snowmobile fuel tank/seat support.  Ski-Doo
       makes five different lengths of snowmobiles.  On the short sleds (120”
       tracked snowmobiles) proceed mounting box in this position.  On sleds 
       equipped with the 137” tracks or longer, you can choose any position you 
       wish to mount the Powder Keg box although we recommend approximately
       one-half inch back from touching the fuel tank or seat compartment.
#2.  Use two of the threaded hex pins to attach the paper template to the metal
        threaded inserts in the side of your Powder Keg box or fuel tank.  The paper 
        template should be hanging down the side of your tunnel to show you
        where to center-punch for a hole.  (Do not drill through the template!)
        (Picture #1)  
        Before center-punching where noted, do a visual check to be sure that the
        Powder Keg product is sitting tight down on the tunnel metal at each of the
        four latch positions. Center-punch through the template and then repeat by
        moving the template and center-punching each of the other latch points.
#3.  Using a 3/16” drill bit, drill a hole where all four center punch dents were
        made.  Install the slotted keeper at each of the latch position with one rivet
        in the bottom center hole (keeper slot in the “up and out” position).
        (Picture # 3)
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#4.  Before the final keeper holes are drilled and riveted, install the black latches
        on the storage box.  The black latches are installed with the retractable 
        hook in the “down” position.  For the box, use one allen-head screw (with
        a small dab of Loctite) through the lower latch hole and into the lower box 
        hole but do not completely tighten this screw yet.  Then, screw one 6mm
        threaded hex pin through the upper latch hole and tighten.  Now, tighten
        all of the allen-head screw.  For the fuel keg, use these allen-head screws in
        both the bottom and the top latch hole and the threaded hex pin in the
        center hole.
#5.  Operation of the draw latches:  Snap the adjustment wing open and turn it 
        counter-clockwise to lower the hook.  Place the hook through the slot in
        the stainless keeper.  Turn the wing clockwise to retract the hook which
        applies clamping pressure.  Wing must complete turn and snap closed with
        the hex pin sticking through the wing hole.  Please note:  At first you may
        need to use pliers to complete the wing turn……remember to wrap a rag
        around the wing to protect the finish from the pliers.  These draw latches
        will soon break in and turn easier with use.
        If the hex pin is too high to fit through the wing hole, bend the hex pin 
        down by tapping it with a hammer.  Don’t worry, it will take the blow!
        These pins are strong!

        If, for any reason, the wing turns easily or the keg isn’t held solidly and
        tightly down to the tunnel, then the keg is not installed correctly and you
        should call or email us before using the keg.
#6.  With the box now clamped down, bump the keepers forward or back to
        parallel the keeper top with the tunnel.  Drill and rivet the remaining
        keeper holes.
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#7.  (Special instructions for short 120” tracked Ski-Doos with the long, pointed
       glove box on seat)
        A)  If you wish to use both the Powder Keg storage box and the fuel keg on
        your 120” tracked sled, then you will need to snap the seat off of the sled 
        and remove the glove box unit from the seat end.  (Picture #4)
[bookmark: _GoBack]        B)  If you are using the Powder Keg storage box only and you also want to
        keep your seat-mounted glove box on, you can do a “melt-to-fit” procedure
        that we have used.  Before proceeding with the “melt-to-fit” process, first
        remove your seat from your sled and proceed through the box mounting
        process.  (see instructions #1 through #6)
        C)  Now that you have the storage box mounted, unlatch and remove the 
        box and install your seat.  Open your seat glove box lid.  Take four sheets of
        paper and wedge the Powder Keg box back into position and latch it down
        to the tunnel with the sheets of paper pinched between the bottom of your
        seat compartment and the top of your Powder Keg box.  Use a water
        soaked towel to protect the back of your seat from flames. 
       (Picture #5)   SAFETY FIRST!!  Before using propane torch or a heat gun, take
        care to ensure that no gas fumes are present in the area and make 
       preparations for a possible fire before it happens!
        We used a propane torch to slowly heat the area shown in Picture
        #5.  As the heat works through the thickness of the seat-mounted glove
        box bottom, you will begin seeing an imprint of the Powder Keg box
        show.  Carefully keep heating as you push down on the pointed end of
        the glove box to help reform the hot plastic and, at the same time, your
        glove box end will be lowering closer to its original intended position.
        (Picture #6)   
        When you think you have enough bend completed, remove the heat and
        continue to hold down on the point while the plastic hardens into its new
        position.  When it’s completely cooled, do a test fit of the glove box lid and
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        the removal/re-installation of the Powder Keg box.  If it’s not loose enough
        for you, then repeat the heating procedure again.  Your Powder Keg box
        will then need to be unlatched to allow you to open the lid and access your
        goods inside but this only takes about five seconds to do.
LID  LATCH  OPERATION
The lid latch is operated by lifting on the rear of the latch lever until it snaps to an upright position.  Then, turn the lever in either direction (left or right) and, using the lever, pull lid upward to the “open” position.  Reverse these directions to latch the lid down tightly.
POWDER KEG WARRANTY
Your Powder Keg is covered by a replacement warranty for a period of two (2) years from the date of purchase against product failure due to manufacturer’s defects or breakage during normal use.  Failure due to abuse, misuse or collision is not covered under this warranty.
Any Powder Keg product that qualifies for legitimate warranty coverage must be shipped back to the factory (Powder Keg, LLC) at the purchaser’s expense, along with a dated proof of purchase and an explanation for the return.
PROPER CARE OF YOUR POWDER KEG PRODUCTS
1.  “Off season” storage should be away from direct sunlight or heat.  Your keg should be stored with the side draw latches in the unlatched (open) position in order to maintain the keg’s original spring-loaded shape year after year.
2. Your fuel keg should be stored empty with the cap loosened to avoid pressure build-up.
3. Your keg can be cleaned with soap and water using a non-abrasive cloth.
